

Dear Parents and Team,

My name is Christine Drpich and it is my honor to be the new diving coach of the Bedford Village Dive Team. To tell you a little bit about myself, I currently attend Rollins College, and come from a long history of diving and gymnastics experience. I competed with the Pound Ridge team for 10 years, as well as my prep school for four years, and even a private club team. I was captain my junior and senior year, and two time Founder's League Champion. I have also placed top ten in New England two years in a row, as well as 5th at the All Westchester County competition twice. I am extremely excited to take this opportunity to work with our community's up and coming divers!
First, I cannot stress enough that safety is a major concern with the sport of diving. Divers will need to abide by all pool and board safety rules, and will only practice and learn dives they are physically capable of. Diving is a sport known to push athletes beyond their comfort zone, however, we are here to have a fun and exciting season, while still learning all that we can!
Next, meets are broken up by the ability of each diver to fill certain dive categories. "A" diving meets require at least four dives in three different categories, (front, back, reverse, inward, twist), and always begin with a front dive. "B" diving meets require at least two dives in two different categories, and also requires a front dive. Every diver will be given the opportunity to compete in meets, however, there will only be two boys and two girls from both the 13& under and 18& under age groups per meet.
Also, I am really excited to start our preseason practices! They are optional but, I strongly encourage everyone to come and say hi so I can get to know you. Pretty soon, we will be starting our regular season practices, which are mandatory. Those practices will be our time to perfect the dives we have and get ready to bring our spirit and excitement to the meet. Practices the day before a meet are even more crucial. Should you be unable to make a practice, please feel free to call or text me.
In order to make this season as great as it can possibly be, I would like to set some goals for us all. First, if we can all work together to be on time to practices and meets we can make the most of our board time. Next, I hope we can all learn and display sportsmanship and togetherness so we can all progress throughout the season and be the best we can be! Personally, my goal is to help everyone reach their full potential and teach them that determination and hard work can take you anywhere.
Again, I cannot wait to get moving with this season, and am excited to meet everyone.
